ADAMS SUMMER BASKETBALL SCHEDULE 
 
SKILLS and DRILLS/PRACTICE:  Monday June 16 thru Friday June 20 
 
All potential Adams players will be exposed to a week of practice where we will focus on basic fundamentals 
and the key elements of the Adams basketball philosophy.
